3. Applicant must be sponsored by a community leader who has worked with you as a student, volunteer, or
mentor*.

4. Applicant must have graduated from High School or obtained a GED prior to the AWARD DATE above.

5. Recipients must enroll in and maintain at least 12 units each quarter or semester during the academic year
listed above at a Community College; four-year College or University; Trade or Professional School.

6. A maximum of four scholarships may be awarded during an applicant’s post-high school career.
